JOB OVERVIEW PROFIL
The Logistics Manager oversees and coordinates various “Back of House” (BOH)
operations at the venue, including CNW (Cleaning and Waste), FNB (Food and
Beverage), and LOG (Logistics), to support the successful delivery of the Games.
This key role ensures that the venue is properly set up and clean when all
stakeholders arrive—including athletes, media, BRS (Broadcast), VIPs, volunteers,
and spectators—and that it remains clean throughout the day.

The Logistics Manager also ensures that food and beverages are delivered to the
correct areas in the appropriate quantity and quality, while coordinating all BOH
logistics operations to support these needs. They work closely with the CER
(Ceremonies) Manager for Victory Ceremonies, ensuring that the podium and flags
are set up on time.

KEY TASKS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

- Manage a team of FNB (Food and Beverage), CNW (Cleaning and Waste), and
LOG (Logistics) assistants, as well as runners, to ensure effective operational
execution.

- Liaise with FA LOG (Logistics) and supervise deliveries at the venue for the
Functional Areas under our responsibility, including EVS (Event Services), CER
(Ceremonies), PRS (Press Operations), CNW (Cleaning and Waste), and FNB (Food
and Beverage).

- Coordinate with CER (Ceremonies) Managers regarding Victory Ceremony
schedules to deliver items such as the podium, mat, and flagpoles.

- Responsible for coordinating the use and storage of small MHE (Material
Handling Equipment) at each venue.

- Oversee and organize all dedicated storage areas.

- Assign runners to various tasks throughout the day based on operational needs.
- Conduct checks and inventories, including ICE (Ice Supply), FNB (Food and
Beverage), and CNW (Cleaning and Waste) products.
